Christ to the world.  

Holy Spirit The third person of the Holy 

Trinity. The Father, the Son and the 

Holy Spirit. It symbolises the never-

ending relationship of love and unity 

between God the Father and God 

the Son.  

anoint The pouring of oil on someone or 

something in a religious ceremony.  

chrism A mixture of oil and balsam, that is 

used for anointing at baptism and 

confirmation. 

Bishop An ordained minister who holds the 

fullness of the sacrament of holy 

orders.  

baptismal grace The forgiveness of original sin, and 

all personal sins, this happens during 

baptism.
