Owr writing at Yeaw 6 hay also-
beenw moderated by the Local Authority
as pauwt of the normal anwnumal
moderation sample so-teacher
assessments have beenw quality assured as

accurate.

(SATs) will be shawed withv your chidd's
end of yeaw report.
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Training for subject coordinators has
continued. We are now in av muach
stronger positiow in relation to-
Englishy and Maths; so-are stowting to-
consider how what is working well inv
these areas cowv be used to-develop
other subjecty so-that we offer av
consistently high quality cwrriculum
which iy challenging, broad and
balanced.

A strong focus on children’s spiritual, moral, social, cultural and personal development
Increased focus health and physical activity

¢ Implementation of a whole school approach to RSE (Relationships and Sex Education). You will
shortly be notified of a meeting for parents to share the resource that we will be using, as

recommended by the Archdiocese of Liverpool, in order to meet this new statutory requirement

¢ Improvements to technology available in school to support children in computing and their wider
learning

e Overall evaluation of school improvement this year, and analysis of outcomes at the end of the year to
identify the focus for school improvement from September
